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FITTING INSTRUCTIONS 
 

• Using a 5mm Allen tool, remove the bolt securing the silencer to the OEM hanger, as shown in 
picture 1.  

 
• Remove the upper bolts securing the OEM hanger, as shown in picture 2, then remove the 

hanger. 

 
• Fit the new R&G exhaust hanger (item 1) – depending on model, the included spacer (item 5) 

will be required to be positioned between the frame and the bracket. Using a 5mm Allen tool, 
secure the upper mounts with the included M8 bolts (item 2 – with spacer, item 3 – without 
spacer) and washers (item 7), as shown in picture 3.    

 
• Depending on the silencer fitted, secure the lower mount using either the 20mm M8 bolt (item 

4 – OEM silencer) or the 25mm M8 bolt (item 3 – Scorpion silencer), washers (item 7) 
and nut (item 6), using a 5mm Allen tool and 13mm spanner as shown in picture 4.   
 

• Ensure the exhaust silencer is securely held in place. After riding the bike, check the tightness 
of the bolts regularly (e.g. when cleaning the bike). 

 
Please note that it is your responsibility to ensure that no part of the exhaust hanger or 

exhaust assembly fouls or comes into contact with other parts of the machine.  Do not ride 
the motorcycle until this aspect has been verified and you have compressed the rear 
suspension (if appropriate to the design of the motorcycle) to test this thoroughly.

NOTICE DE MONTAGE 
 

• À l'aide d'une clé Allen de 5 mm, retirez le boulon fixant le silencieux au support d’origine, 
comme illustré sur la photo 1.  

 
• Retirez les boulons supérieurs fixant le support d’origine, comme indiqué sur la photo 2, puis 

retirez le support. 
 

• Montez le nouveau support d'échappement R&G (article 1) - selon le modèle, l'entretoise incluse 
(article 5) devra être positionnée entre le cadre et le support. À l'aide d'une clé Allen de 5 mm, 
fixez les supports supérieurs avec les boulons M8 inclus (article 2 - avec entretoise, article 3 - 

sans entretoise) et rondelles (article 7), comme indiqué sur la photo 3.    
 

• Selon le silencieux installé, fixer le support inférieur à l'aide soit du boulon M8 20 mm (article 4 
- silencieux d’origine) soit du boulon M8 25 mm (article 3 - silencieux Scorpion), des rondelles 
(article 7) et de l'écrou (article 6), en utilisant une clé Allen de 5 mm et une clé de 13 mm 
comme indiqué sur la photo 4. 

 
• Assurez-vous que le silencieux d'échappement soit solidement maintenu en place. Après avoir 

utilisé la moto, vérifiez régulièrement le serrage des boulons (par exemple lors du nettoyage de 
la moto). 

 
Veuillez noter qu'il est de votre responsabilité de vous assurer qu'aucune partie du support 
d'échappement ou de l'ensemble d'échappement ne s'encrasse ou ne puisse entrer en 

contact avec d'autres parties de la machine. Ne conduisez pas la moto tant que cet aspect 
n'a pas été vérifié et que vous n'avez pas comprimé la suspension arrière (si cela convient à 
la conception de la moto) pour tester cela correctement.  
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
