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FITTING INSTRUCTIONS

Make sure the engine is cold before proceeding to fit the R&G engine case cover.

e Ensure the pre-fitted threaded spacers in the casing are hand tight against the inside of the
ECC0417R Engine Case Cover (Item 1).

¢ Remove the oil filler plug.

e Remove the five engine case bolts circled in orange above in the fitting picture. Hold the cover
loosely over the case to help identify the correct ones. DO NOT REMOVE ALL OF THE CASE BOLTS.

o Offer up the R&G cover to the engine and carefully fit it over the engine casing. Ensure that the five
R&G bolt holes are lined up with the holes in the engine casing, and then push on as far as it will
go.

e With a 5mm Allen key tighten the bolts equally so that they pull the cover into place. DO NOT
FULLY TIGHTEN.

Please note:

e To avoid cross threading apply forwards pressure to the head of the bolt while rotating counter
clockwise, listening and feeling for a click, then start tightening down the bolt.

e Finally use a torque wrench set at 10 N/m (7 Lb/ft) to fully tighten each bolt.

o If any resistance is felt during the tightening stage, do not continue, remove the bolt and check for
damage to threads.

o It is suggested that you check the tightness of the mounting bolts on a regular basis i.e. when
cleaning or once a month.

e NOTE, for the cleaning of this product you should only use a soft polishing cloth and a mild general
cleaning agent.
