ITEM 4 = EXPANDER SPACER (S0841) (x1) 

ITEM 5 = EXPANDER (S0839) (x1)

TOOLS REQUIRED 

• Set of Allen keys to include 4mm A/F.

FITTING INSTRUCTIONS  

• To fit the Lever Guard the original bar end needs to be removed. Roll up the end of handle-bar grip 

inwards so the tip of OEM slider clips can be seen (in the handle-bar). Spray the OEM slider assembly 

with appropriate lubricant, this is to help to slide the whole slider assembly out. Using appropriate 

tools, please push in the two exposed slider clips inwards (as shown in Picture 1) while at the same 

time pulling the bar end/ slider assembly out.  

• Place the counter-sunk bolt (Item 1) through the Lever Guard (Item 2) as shown in the exploded 

diagram. 

• Insert the handle bar spacer (Item 3) through the protruded end of the bolt, follow by the expander 

spacer (Item 4). Ensure that the flat face of the expander spacer (Item 4) sits against the handle-bar 

spacer (Item 3). 

• Insert the Expander (Item 5) through the protruded end of the bolt, follow by the tapered nut (Item 6). 

Ensure that the tapered nut sits in the expander. Do not fully tighten the nut into the expander at this 

stage. 

• Offer the whole assembly into the handle-bar until the handle-bar spacer (Item 3) sits against the face 

of the handle-bar tube. 

• Position the lever guard so when the handle bar is at full lock in both directions it does not make any 

contact with any other part of the motorcycle. 

• Fully tighten the bolt and check operation.

NOTICE DE MONTAGE  

• Pour monter le protection poignée, l’extrémité de guidon d’origine doit être enlevée. Rouler l'extrémité 

de la poignée du guidon vers l'intérieur de sorte que la pointe des clips de glissière d’origine puisse être 

vue (dans le guidon). Pulvériser l’ensemble d’origine avec un lubrifiant approprié, cela permettra de 

faciliter la glisse de l’ensemble pour le retirer. A l’aide d’outils appropriés, appuyez sur les deux clips 

de slider exposés vers l'intérieur (voir Picture 1) tout en tirant l’extrémité du guidon/l’ensemble de 

slider vers l’extérieur. 

• Placer le boulon (Article 1) dans la protection poignée (Article 2), voir le schéma. 

• Insérer l’entretoise de guidon (Article 3) t sur l’extrémité visible du boulon, suivi d’une entretoise 

d’extension (Article 4). Veiller à ce que la partie plate de l’entretoise d’extension (Article 4) se place 

contre l’entretoise de guidon (Article 3). 

• Insérer l’expandeur (Article 5) sur l’extrémité visible du boulon, suivi d’un écrou conique (Article 6). 

Veiller à ce que l’écrou conique se place dans l’expandeur. Ne pas serrer complètement l’écrou dans 

l’expandeur à ce stade du montage. 

• Monter l’ensemble sur le guidon jusqu’à ce que l’entretoise de guidon (Article 3) se place contre la 

face du tube de guidon. 

• Positionner la protection poignée de façon à ce que lorsque le guidon est tourné au maximum des 2 

côtés, aucun contact ne soit possible entre le guidon et une autre partie de la moto. 

• Serrer complètement le boulon et vérifier le fonctionnement.
